High Street Road Closures — See below. This is for the extensive patching works
that are being carried out. The full resurfacing of the High Street has been postponed
for the time being.

Notice of Councillor Vacancy
Following the resignation of Mrs Jo McManus, a vacancy has arisen in the Office of
Councillor for Seend Parish Council. The Clerk will have published the notice of
vacancy on the website and noticeboards on 11" May. If by 1% June (14 days after the
date of this notice) a request for an election to fill the said vacancy is made in writing
to the returning officer by TEN electors from the Parish of Seend, an election will be
held to fill the vacancy, otherwise the vacancy will be filled by co-option.

Footpath volunteers needed

There are 58 rights of way in the parish. Seend Ramblers carry out path clearing on a
regular basis, but would welcome new volunteers to help with this task. Seend Parish
Council will be looking to appoint one of its Councillors as Footpath Officer to liaise
with the Ramblers and to help assess and prioritise which paths need the most
maintenance.

Notice is hereby given that Wiltshire Council has made an Order to close temporarily
to all traffic: A361 (Part), Seend; from its junction with A365 to its junction with
Bollands Hill. To enable: Tarmac to undertake carriageway resurfacing work
including installation of road markings and associated works.

Alternative route: via A361 (unaffected length) — A350 — A365 and vice versa.
The closure and diversion route will be clearly indicated by traffic signs. This Order
will come into operation on 11" June 2018 and it is anticipated that the closure will

be required daily between the hours of 09:00 and 15:30 until 22" June 2018. It is
anticipated that the works will take the stated duration to complete depending upon
weather conditions. Access will be maintained for residents and businesses where
possible, although delays are likely due to the nature of the works. The Order will
have a maximum duration of 18 months.

CHURCH AND CHAPEL NEWS

The View from my Window ......

This column is fast becoming the alternative Gardeners World or the Weather
forecast, for as | write we are just recovering from the May Bank holiday heat wave,
and still enjoying the blue skies, albeit now with a few clouds, and a drop in
temperature. Tomorrow is Ascension Day; next week Whitsun, and then the long lazy
days of the Trinity season. Did you know there are twenty five Sundays in the Trinity
season, and the next major festival is Advent.? How to wish your life away!

The long lazy days of Trinity when we can rest and go for long walks in the June
sunshine, and have picnics and see the flowers, and watch the streams and the fish
and the butterflies. As W H Davies wrote so eloquently, "What is this life if full of
care we have no time to stand and stare; no time to stand beneath the boughs and
stare as long as sheep or cows?" and what beautiful eyes cows in particular have, as
they stare down into the stream.

I have been thinking about animals quite a lot recently, particularly dogs and their
relationship with their owners. Dogs who rest their muzzles on their owners laps, and
dogs which look longingly into their owners eyes. What tremendous communication
there is between them; no words, just unspoken trust and devotion. | was privileged
recently to stand next to a profoundly deaf priest, in the cathedral, and he had a signer
standing opposite him and so as we sang the hymns he did so with his whole body
and the communication between him and his signer was just wonderful; real joy,
without any words. All this leads me on to asking the question do we use too many
words? Are words sometimes a barrier in communication? Sometimes | have heard it
said "I don't know what God is saying to me", or "God never seems to speak to me".
Of course there are instances in the Bible when God does speak directly, particularly
to Samuel, when the boy thought it was the old priest Eli who was calling him, but
usually I think God speaks to us without words. Just think of those times when you
go out into the countryside and you can see all the blossom and the grasses reaching
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up towards the light? Isn't that all about praise? Or think of the times when you weep
at the sight of a glorious sunset, or when you stop in your tracks when you see snow
on the mountainside. Isn't that awe and wonder? What about those times when you
feel a nudge to do something, and that nudge won't go away? | believe that God is
there all the time for all of us, we just have to use our other senses not just our ears.
It’s not so much that he/she will tell you something, its more you will know.
He/she/it, communicates with us through all our senses because we are all part ofthe
same creation. In a way that's what Trinity is all about; Father, yes, son, yes, and
Holy Spirit; three separate entities, but all part of the one, and that's incomprehensible
unless we think of ourselves as being part of the one great whole, the Trinity, not
separate from it.

So as we look forward to even lighter evenings, and maybe holidays | hope and pray
that we will be able to take some time to quieten our hearts and minds, even with all
the summer activities of fetes and festivals and teas.

Just remember the long lazy days of summer, and enjoy and be thankful.

SEEND METHODIST CHURCH

Dear Friends,

Jesus was once asked which of the many many commandments of his (Jewish)
religion was the greatest. He replied: “‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart
and with all your soul and with all your mind.” This is the first and greatest
commandment. And the second is like it: ‘Love your neighbour as yourself.” All the
Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments.”

Love your neighbour as yourself is a challenging one — who is my neighbour
anyway? — do I really have to love people who are very different to me, who I don’t
like, who don’t deserve it? — surely charity begins at home? Jesus answered at least
the first of these questions with the story of the Good Samaritan — how a man from a
disliked and distrusted ethnic group looks after someone from the dominant group
who has been beaten up, at his own expense and at the risk of his own safety — while
several ‘pillars of the dominant community’ walk by on the other side of the road
with ‘good excuses’ for not helping. Everyone in need is your neighbour says Jesus’
story.

And then the question that sometimes is the hardest of all —if | am to love my
neighbour as myselfust how much do I love myself? There is an implied part of the
commandment that | am commanded to love myself, so that | can love others. If |
don’t value the me I am made to be, if I don’t take care of my physical, mental and
spiritual health, how can I be fit to take care of others? If I don’t know how to love
myself, warts and all, I will look at others in judgement over their weaknesses and
question their deserving of my love and care.

Often our human sense of justice tends towards the Old Testament saying ‘an eye for
an eye and a tooth for a tooth’ — in other words, give people what they deserve — but
as the saying goes, that leads to a world of blind, toothless people. Jesus’ answer to
which is the greatest commandment, gives a template to heal the world, to break in to
feuds and wars, disagreements and broken relationships on global, national and
personal levels. Love God (because God is Love, whatever some of God’s followers
may have twisted their beliefs into) and love your neighbour (who should of course
also be loving God and you) and this world could indeed be a more wonderful place.
It is possible, but not easy — and it starts with you — and me of course — trying to live
lives of love and not giving up on it (which I personally can only do with the help of
the God of Love).

The writer and theologian Barbara Brown Taylor wrote this: “The hardest spiritual
work in the world is to love the neighbour as the self — to encounter another human
being not as someone you can use, change, fix, help, save, enrol, convince or control,
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but simply as someone who can spring you from the prison of yourself, if you will
allow it.”

ANNUAL LECTURE

occupation during the second world war. It was given by Mrs Jean Parsons who, as a
child, had lived there throughout the war and her personal reminiscences were
thoroughly enjoyed by the sixty one people who attended. The raffle made £117 and
a total of £579.99 was donated to the Royal British Legion after all expenses had
been paid.

ARMED FORCES DAY (1% July 2018)

On Sunday 1% July, the Armed Forces day will be celebrated by the Seend Branch of
the Royal British Legion having a Drumhead Service on the Lye Field. The Service
will commence at 1500hrs, will last approximately 30 minutes and will be open to all
comers, regardless of whether they are members of the Royal British Legion or not.

SEEND PARISH COUNCIL

The following minutes are a shortened version of the full minutes taken at the
Parish Council meeting o24™ April 2018.These have not yet been ratified by the

The meeting held on 24™ April was attended by 8 Councillors with Mr James in the
Chair, Councillor Jonathon Seed and Mrs Sue Bond (Clerk). Apologies were received
from Mr Manning, Mrs McManus and Mr Padfield.

Councillor’s Report — Minuted under Highways

Minutes and Matters Arising - The Minutes of the 27" March meeting were
approved.

Defibrillator. It was reported that 3 training sessions had taken place in The Brewery
organised by Mark Wood. Councillors expressed their thanks for Mr Wood’s
continued involvement in the defibrillator project, which he had instigated as a Parish
Councillor. It was hoped that he would help the Parish Council apply for the next set
of grant funding to buy the third defibrillator for Sells Green later in the year.

Rights of Way — Mrs Vince reported that she had contacted Penny and Ron England,
footpath officers for Seend Ramblers. They had said that there are 58 rights of way in
Seend Parish. Their maintenance and which paths to prioritise needed to be co-
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ordinated at Parish level. The Parish Council needed to elect a new Footpath Officer
following Mr Wood’s resignation from the Parish Council. There was a need for
volunteers to help with their regular maintenance and for any broken stiles and gates
to be reported to the County Council.

Best Kept Village Competition — Mr Williams reported that he had been advised by
CPRE that it would be better to enter just one area of the Parish, as the whole of
Seend Parish was quite spread out. So he had just entered Seend into the Best Kept
Village Competition.

Police Matters - Mrs Heatley reported that she had not received any details of
incidents from the Community Police Support Officer this month (PCSO), but an
incident of fly tipping had been mentioned on the Seend social media site. The Clerk
further reported that there had been an incident of fly tipping in Row Lane on the
night of 18/19" April. A large load of conifer hedge cuttings had been dumped by a
gate. This was reported to Wiltshire Council both by a resident and the Clerk.

Highways

High Street Resurfacing — As requested at the last meeting, Mrs McManus had gone
back to the Highways to question how the resurfacing work to Seend High Street was
being prioritised and why it appeared to have been demoted to carriageway repairs on
the CATG list whereas other areas were still be resurfaced. She explained that the
cost of resurfacing the whole of Seend High Street could be in the region of
£750,000, and as they have other areas in the county that also need doing with some
urgency, they may suggest a partial or temporary resurfacing work during the next 5
years with a view to doing a full resurfacing at a later date.. This high cost is due to
the “deep works” that are required owing to the nature of our topography. However,
Councillor Seed felt sure that the High Street would be resurfaced in the next two
years, but in the meantime some serious patching will be done to alleviate the
immediate and most pressing problem areas.

Bell Hill Road Improvements — The Parish Council had not been given a date for
when these improvements were to begin.

Church Crossing — no update on when the work was going to begin.

Barge Bridge Concrete Pipes - These had now been exchanged for smaller ones and
look much better. They have stopped the cars from parking right by the Barge Bridge.
Mrs McManus’s proposal that the pipes be painted by local school children as a
community project was discussed at length by the Councillors. The Chairman had
spoken to some local residents about the idea, who felt that the pipes would be better
left unpainted, as over time the paint would fade. Mrs Heatley read out the safety
advice that she had been given by the Community Police Support Officer. The safety
measures that would need to be taken to ensure the safety of the school children
would be quite extensive.

Resolution: In view of all the above feedback, the Chairman proposed that the
concrete pipes be left unpainted. This was seconded by Mr Nicholls. All Councillors
agreed.
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Highways Proposed Action Plan — As Mrs McManus was unable to attend the
meeting, this item will be carried over to the next meeting.

Highway Correspondence - two emails from residents had been circulated to
Councillors and were discussed at length. Both emails expressed deep concerns about
the perceived increase of HGV traffic travelling on the A361 through Seend High
Street, despite the recommended freight route being the A365. Disappointment was
expressed that there were no plans to enforce the recommended freight route.
Councillor Seed reported on the results of the Highway monitoring of freight using
the A361 through Seend from 2012 to 2017. This study has been undertaken by the
Sustainable Transport Group in Wiltshire Council. The report suggested that there
had been little change in the overall HGV numbers since 2013. The regular metro
count results showed a slight decrease in HGV traffic since the installation of the
VAS at the pinchpoint. Councillor Seed said that Wiltshire Highways will continue to
monitor the freight traffic movement in Seend through regular metro counts.
Councillors expressed frustration that there was little that could be done to alleviate
the residents’ concerns, and that these same issues had been discussed by the Parish
Council many times. It was hoped that the new Highways sub-committee could come
up with some small measures that might help.

Neighbourhood Plan Mrs A’Bear reported that they had completed the concluding
paperwork for last year’s grant application, and were now in receipt of the new grant
application. They hoped to take part in a few more community events including the
Annual Parish Meeting in the Pavilion on 8" May, to raise the profile of the progress
of the Neighbourhood Plan.

Area Board - The next meeting is on Wednesday 6" June, 7pm at Seend Community
Centre. This is a meeting that is open to the public.

GDPR and Privacy Policy- The Clerk had circulated to all Councillors a draft Data
Protection Policy and a Privacy Notice, and asked them to give their approval. It
would be the basis for showing that Seend Parish Council is doing everything it can
to show compliance to the GDPR which comes into force on 25" May.

Lye Field Correspondence - At the March meeting the Clerk omitted to report that
the Chairman of the Lye Field Trustees had contacted her and the Chairman. The
email updated the Parish Council on Aster’s plans for a housing development behind
the Lye which were now being shelved for the time being. The email also asked what
support the Parish Council could give to the Lye Field Trustees for the refurbishment
of the play area. The email was circulated to Councillors and an agreed response was
sent by the Chairman. Notably that the Parish Council does not have the funds to give
any financial support to the refurbishment of the play area. This is the same response
that was given in March 2016.

Financial Matters
There were 2 cheques for signature.

Bank reconciliation to end of March 2018 - £13,951.47. The Clerk had circulated
details of the earmarked reserves covering Highways, Neighbourhood Plan and the
CLT start up support, which once taken into consideration left only £4,624.47 of
unearmarked reserves. There would be a VAT refund of £830 to add to this amount.

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NEWS FROM WILTSHIRE COUNCIL
Elections and the boundaries for the running of them have been in the news in recent
weeks. In Wiltshire we have local elections every four years but our neighbours in
Swindon have them every year. The fact that across the country the overall results of
our local elections were inconclusive in Party political terms was probably a Good
Thing. This almost certainly reflects the local nature of these political tussles and that
individual performances in local office can also be reflected in how people vote for
their Councillors. In Wiltshire the wind of change could well be blowing across our
political map. The Electoral Commission is conducting a review of our Unitary
Council boundaries. This was triggered by several of our Divisions becoming over
10% above or below the average size for a unitary division in the county. This will
inevitably mean some change as these inequalities have to be redressed. Currently
there are 98 Unitary Council Divisions where not long ago there were 240 County
and District Councillors. Wiltshire Council has suggested that 99 Councillors would
be a sensible reflection of our increased population and the workload of our
Councillors but we await the decision of the Commission, which we expect within a
few weeks.

Whatever the future political makeup of local Councils the current financial climate
has meant that tough choices are being made and difficult decisions have been taken
by Councillors as they wrestle with almost impossibly reduced budgets. These
Councillors have to make these decisions to keep spending within budget whilst at
the same time maintain the absolute minimum impact on front line services. Wiltshire
Council has been forced to make savings of almost £27million, which represents well
over15% of its annual spend on services. In recent years it has reduced its
administrative spending from 19% to 6%, which compares favourably with industry.
However we are now at the point where hard and unpopular choices are having to be
taken on services which are cherished by the public but which now have to be
streamlined in order to maintain funding to more vital services. These include
encouraging the 30% of the schools who currently use the in-house outdoor education
centres to use the centres enjoyed by the other 70% who use external providers.
Wiltshire Council is also having to streamline the valued special needs provision
currently delivered in three separate institutions. Whilst all of these services will
continue in some form it is clear that they will not be delivered in the same way. In
the meantime Councillors are having to take these difficult decisions that they find
unpalatable on your behalf - but that is what you elect us for.
